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SPORTS DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM – MARCH 2010  

 
The 2010 year has commenced with numerous exciting opportunities for students. The 2010 program consists 

of twelve venues across metropolitian Melbourne with new venues at Donvale, Strathmore and the introduction 

of the Cricket Victoria Talented Player Program at Melbourne University Sport.  

 

Students at Certificate III level have commenced numerous curriculum initiatives. This includes:  

·  Level 1 Cricket Coaching certificate which has complimented the coaching curriculum delivered; 

·  All students will complete their Level 1 umpiring accreditation in early term 2; 

·  Students are currently undertaking their Level 2 First Aid qualification; 

·  Enhancing their understanding of managing a facility in the Sport and Recreation industry and 

·  Students have started the delivery of coaching clinics to primary school children. The clinics have been 

predominantly cricket focused in term one and students will have the opportunity to further build on their 

coaching skills when coaching a range of other sports in term two.           

       

Certificate IV students have impressed staff  in their transition into leadership roles and all students have been 

actively involved in working with Certificate III students to enhance their coaching knowledge. Students have 

also been involved in the process of designing their own club throughout the Club Management unit and have 

had exposure to the key concepts associated with the fitness industry throughout the anatomy and resistance 

training units.  

 

All students in the program have commenced delivery from Victoria University. The subject content will assist 

and prepare students with the required skills to secure a work placement in semester two. 

SEDA has continued to link closely with Cricket Victoria and students are continuing to gain valuable industry 

experience.  
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Twelve students are have commenced their work placement with Cricket Victoria staff in a number of 

departments such as cricket operations, game development, marketing /events and IT. Students have also 

been involved in the following initiatives; 

·  On field entertainment at the Boxing Day Test Match,  

·  Umpiring and ground managing at the All Abilities carnival at Casey Fields,  

·  Running activities at the Moomba festival and  

·  Assisting with fund raising for the Jane McGrath foundation. 

Diploma students have linked with Cricket Victoria staff to begin planning for their major projects. Some of the 

major projects will include;  

·  Girls leadership breakfast  
·  Tournament assistants for the National under/17 boys cricket carnival  
·  Beach cricket events  
·  Laneway cricket competitions  
·  Conducting carnival days for multicultural groups 
·  Urban Seed UK tour 
·  U14 Girls Extension Program 
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The U14 Girls Extension Program is of particular significance as this was an initiative established in 2009 

between the Female Development Officer and a Diploma student who is a current member of the Vic Spirit 

team.  The initiative formed the basis of a Major Project, and is now a fully integrated component of Cricket 

Victoria’s Pathways Program supporting the development of girls at junior level.  The project will again be 

supported in 2010 by a small group of girls in the program, with an emphasis on further increasing participation 

by females in cricket at junior level. 

Other curriculum focus areas for Diploma students have been the Long term training programs unit, which has 

required students to adopt the role of a personal trainer and design and implement programs for their clients, 

advanced officiating techniques and sports nutrition. Diploma students have also commenced work placement 

one day per week. Students have managed to secure placement in a number of organisations including Cricket 

Australia, Cricket Victoria, Eastern football league, Urban Seed, Champion Data, Melbourne Storm, Barwon 

Sports Academy, supporting PE programs at primary, secondary and Special Development Schools, Sports 

Administration at YMCA, event management at Etihad Stadium and various fitness facilities throughout 

metropolitan Melbourne. 

YMCA Werribee is currently undergoing a $20 million dollar redevelopment and has accepted Diploma SWL 

students with a view to employing these students full-time to organise and run competitions at the new facility

·  Student induction week conducted successfully. As part of their induction, new students attended a 
presentation about AFL Victoria from a variety of their staff whilst returning students attended a 
presentation on leadership and effective decision making. All students participated in a Recreation 
Football tournament at Victoria University later in the week. 

·  All groups have settled into the year extremely well and are performing beyond expectations. Staff have 
displayed a professional approach to their role and are performing at a high level.

SPORTS DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM – MARCH 2010  

 

The Football Federation Victoria (FFV) Sports Development Program has expanded from five programs in 
2009 to eight programs in 2010. The programs are located in the areas of Seaford, Morwell, Clayton, Sunshine 
North, Footscray, Burwood, Darebin and Fawkner.  Our numbers have increased from 94 students in 2009 to 
nearly 185 students in 2010 including 40 females enrolled throughout the program. Football Federation Victoria 
continues to be very supportive of the program with students heavily involved with a number of their programs. 
The success of our students’ involvement last year has provided greater opportunities for them this year.  

Some of the programs SEDA students will be organising and running for the FFV in 2010 include School 
Clinics, School Holiday programs and Cottee’s Five a Side Gala Days. The FFV has also provided a number of 
work placements for our Diploma students in a variety of areas including Coach Education, Talented Player 
Program, Registrations, Government Relations, Community Development, Business Development and 
Participation. All students will spend one day a week working at the FFV in their chosen area. 

In term one student’s have undertaken their Grassroots and Junior Coaching license. The Cert IV and Diploma 
students have also completed the first part of the Youth Coaching license. All of our groups have started 
working with primary schools in the delivery of Football clinics and sporting activities. 

Students have been actively involved in linking with community organisations and the FFV to assist in the 
running of events such as the Fun in the Sun Festival for all abilities in Chelsea, the Moomba Festival in the 
Alexander Gardens and the Game on Day in Dandenong. 

SEDA will be running three holiday programs during the first term break. These programs will be completely 
organised and run by SEDA students providing a great opportunity for some of the groups to demonstrate their 
ability to organise and run such a program.  
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Students from all groups have been distributing flyers promoting the program. Information has also been sent 
to all the junior clubs as well as being advertised on the FFV and SEDA websites.  

In 2010 we have also linked with the FFV to create a National Training Centre (NTC) Youth Program 
specifically designed for talented players to combine their training with education. Most of the training is 
conducted by FFV approved coaches while the education is delivered by SEDA staff.

Students 
across our programs in the ‘Combined Sports’ area have participated in our Orientation Week, completed well- 
being and team building activities with their peers and teacher, and, made some really solid progress with the 
on line curriculum.  With their classroom teacher, they have already made meaningful connections with their 
respective Sporting Associations, and they are beginning work with a number of different community groups 
including schools.  The venues we are using are outstanding in that they are well suited in meeting the 
teaching and learning needs of our staff and students alike.

� Total students involved in the Aquatics Program: 

 
o Albert Park Yacht Club – 8 Diploma students (Males – 4; Females - 4) 
o Albert Park Sailing Club – 28 Certificate III and IV students (Males – 13; Females - 15) 

 
� Both groups have really settled in well.  They are actively engaged in a number of activities linked to the 

curriculum.  Students are thrilled with the location of their venue as it is close to Yachting Victoria 
facilities, MSAC is only a short distance away, and the lake provides the perfect site for Aquatics 
activities.  
 

� We are very pleased to report that both Aiden and Scott have been able to work superbly with their 
respective groups.  Scott has been with SEDA since 2009 and he brings a wealth of Aquatics 
experience to the group.  His drive and enthusiasm is outstanding.  Aidan, like Scott, has been able to 
project a really positive approach, and we value his strong level of dedication and commitment to our 
Aquatics Diploma students.  Both Aidan and Scott get along really well with their respective students.

� Our students will also be assisting with the following development work at events and activities such as:

o Beach Days for primary schools 
o Organising and implementing activities for students with special needs 

 
� We have established links with the venue operators, clubs who use the venues, local council and other 

organisations.  We are in the process of trying to gain membership at a local life saving club.  We have 
established contact with peak sporting groups such as the VSSSA.  Already our Aquatics students have 
been involved in: 
 

o Running our Orientation Week activities for a number of students across our many sports 
o Activities for the Port Phillip Special School 
o Competing and Officiating in state wide School Surf League programs 
o Conducting Coaching clinics for Life Saving Victoria 
o Assisting with Officiating in the ‘Splash and Dash Aquathon’ 

We are planning to link in with other schools and community groups to conduct activities and clinics 
throughout the year. 
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NETBALL 

� One Netball Group is operating out of Ryan Reserve, Richmond, with Lyndsey Beames as the Teacher 
/ Facilitator.  The total number of students involved in the Netball Program (Certificate III and IV) is 24 
and they are all female.  The girls are pleased with the location of the venue given its close proximity to 
public transport, the number of surrounding courts to use and the availability of shops and services. 
 

� Lyndsey Beames is doing a superb job with the group.  Feedback from parents shows that they are 
very pleased with the start to the program and Lyndsey has been instrumental with this successful 
commencement to the year.  Lyndsey has spent some time on team building activities and she has 
already gained a great deal of respect from her students as being an excellent teacher / facilitator. 
 

� In the delivery of our Netball Program we have an excellent partnership with Netball Victoria and they 
are keen to grow this partnership through the year.  A summary of what students have already been 
involved in and what is planned for the coming weeks is given below:

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SURFING 

� One Surfing Group is operating out of Torquay with their Teacher/Facilitator, Stuart Hawken.  The 
group has currently 9 male and 3 female students.  Most of the students in the group needed to travel 
all the way from Torquay for our successful Orientation Day at the Melbourne Cricket Ground earlier in 
the year.  They travelled by public transport and they coped well with the distance to the venue. 
 

� They are located in the Torquay Scout Hall within the Torquay Sports Ground Precinct on the Surf 
Coast Highway.  There venue location allows them to access the sporting field and surrounding courts 
for fitness work, and for the planning of sport and recreational activities. 
 

� SEDA is pleased to have as their Teacher / Facilitator Stuart Hawken on board to work with this group.  
He is very experienced and is highly regarded in the Torquay community.  His background in surfing 
and education is the perfect fit for our students in the surfing program.  Like the other staff, Stuart has 
already developed a positive relationship with his students. 
 

� In the delivery of the Surfing Program, SEDA has formed an outstanding partnership with Surfing 
Victoria.  The organisation is keen to provide many opportunities for our students. They  will be involved 
in the following activities:

The Surfing students are 
especially looking forward to their involvement in The Rip Curl Pro where they will take on active roles 
for the whole of the two week period in which the event will be held. 
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Tennis 

� Like the other sports in our Combined Group, we are thrilled to have Tennis as part of our SEDA 
Program.  There is one Tennis group and it operates out of the Albert Reserve on St Kilda Rd in the 
city.  Their Teacher / Facilitator is Tim Bray.  We have 23 in the Tennis group with 5 female and 18 
male students.  The venue is first class.  Players competing in the Australian Open train here.  There 
are many courts to use, an oval nearby, the Albert Park precinct a short walk away and the pavilion is a 
suitable space for teaching and learning activities.  Our students are pleased with their ‘classroom’. 
 

� Our students have made an excellent start to the year.  Even though we are only into Week 5 of the 
term, they have been busy with the following activities: 
 

o Students have achieved their Level One Tennis Officiating Qualification. 
 

�  Some have since been offered work placement within Tennis Australia’s Tournaments & 
Competitions Department. 

 
o Students have started to obtain their 40 hours of supervised practical tennis coaching as a 

requirement of achieving their Tennis Australia Junior Development (Level 1) Coaching 
Qualification. 

 
o Students were involved in the running of the NOVA100 radio station 20/20 cricket match held at 

Fawkner Park (19/2/10) 
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o Students planned, implemented the 4SA zone tennis trials (2/3/10), and they assisted in the 

officiating of the 4SA zone netball, soccer & AFL trials (3/3/10)

8/3/10) 

 
o Attended the Australia V Chinese Taipei Davis Cup tie (5/3/10) 

 
o Students were involved in a meeting with all Tennis Victoria staff combined with a site visit on

o Established two 5 week blocks to conduct tennis clinics in Armadale PS and Narre Warren 

South Prep – Year 12. 
o Initiated contact with a further 43 Metropolitan Primary Schools who have indicated to Tennis 

Victoria that they are interested in have tennis clinics conducted in their schools. 
o Requested and waiting for a list of possible programs that our Tennis Sports Development 

Program can be involved in from Tennis Victoria and Tennis World Albert Park. 
o Established partnership with Genesis Fitness (St.Kilda Road) and the Melbourne Cricket Club in 

terms of using their facilities. 
 

� SEDA has outstanding staff and Tim Bray, our Teacher / Facilitator of our Tennis group is no exception.  
Tim is highly regarded in the Tennis industry and he has some excellent connections with Tennis 
Australia and Tennis Victoria.  Tim has made a great start with the group what with all of the activities 
organised/planned, as well as his enthusiastic delivery of the curriculum.

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STUDENT WELFARE REPORT – NOVEMBER 2009  

Since the beginning of 2010 the following actions and directions have been initiated. 

MIPS  

All 2009 graduate students have been tracked with pathways listed in the SEDA 2009 Report to School 
Communities. A follow up survey is to be conducted with all continuing students in the program to ascertain 
their current goals and directions, noting and exploring the changes from their initial indications upon 
enrolment. 

STAFF PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT  

As part of the 2010 induction timetable, all staff participated in a workshop on student wellbeing, focussing on 
bullying, conducted by Travancore. As part of this workshop, all teachers were supported in implementing a 
suitable orientation program for their students. This focus was in direct response to feedback from the start of 
the 2009 program. 

STUDENT LITERACY 

All Certificate 3 &4 students are currently being assessed via a literacy assessment task. Following the 
completion of this task, students deemed to be in the greatest need of support will be linked to services 
provided by Victoria University. 

VENUES 

All venues have been visited to inform students of what resources and support is available to them and to put 
“a face” to the staff working with them. This is important as in 2010 there a number of new programs where all 
students are new to the SEDA program. These venues have their unique circumstances, e.g. the distance from 
Melbourne of the centre at Torquay. The new netball program has been focussed upon ensuring these 
students are well supported, both at the teacher level and referral availability.
